Wellington After School Activities (WASA) provides a variety of exciting opportunities for early 
childhood, lower school, and middle school students. The goal of WASA is to provide 
programming that is creative, inspiring, fun, and safe.

Early Childhood and Lower School Aftercare  
 
On regular school days, Aftercare is provided at no cost to students in Little Jags, 
prekindergarten, and kindergarten. For students who are in 1st grade through 4th grade 
Aftercare costs $20 a day with discounts for a full week. The program begins at the end of the 
school day with care available until 6pm.

Is Registration Required?  

Yes. You must register to use Aftercare. Students must be registered before the start of 
each trimester or they will be charged the drop-in rate of $25 a day. Register through the 
Veracross parent portal page before the start of school. Your parent portal access will be 
enabled in early July. 

 
Are Drop-ins Allowed?  

Drop ins are allowed but must be communicated with the child’s teacher before 1 p.m.

Aftercare will consist of both indoor and outdoor open play activities such as crafts, 
group games, and STEM activities.  

 
Do you offer snacks during Aftercare?  

Snacks are offered during Aftercare and typically consist of graham crackers, pretzels, 
veggie straws, and Goldfish crackers. Students with specific diets or food allergies are 
encouraged to pack their own snack.

Childcare is offered for Little Jags through 4th grade on days then school is not in 
session.
