After School Enrichment

Prekindergarten — grade 5

Our diverse enrichment activities include options such as Chess Club, movement classes, and
Cooking through Literature, among others. Look for information about these classes in the
Bugle, teacher newsletters, and Veracross. We are open to class suggestions from parents!

Junior Jag Youth Sports

Grades 1-8

Junior Jag camps and clinics introduce basic athletic, health, and well-being techniques and
skills that will benefit students for a lifetime. Junior Jag programs will expose your child to
functional movements, as well as help build mental toughness, coordination, and confidence.

Early Childhood and Lower School Aftercare
Enriching themed activities and recreation are part of the Wellington Aftercare experience.
Homework help is available most days of the week for grades 3-4.

On regular school days, Aftercare is provided at no cost to students in the early childhood
program (Little Jags, prekindergarten, and kindergarten). On professional days and late start
mornings, rates for childcare are listed below. Aftercare is not provided when the school is
closed for holidays or snow days. The last day of Aftercare for the coming school year is June 2,
2021.

You must register to use Aftercare. Registration will be open in early August. The link to online
registration will be found on the After School page in Veracross News. You will be billed through
Veracross based on the payment plan you have chosen. Drop-in childcare will be billed on a
trimester basis at $20/day.

Middle School Aftercare (grades 5-6) & Supervision (grades 7-8)
Grades 5-6: Students must sign in to Aftercare by 3:30 p.m. A small daily fee is charged. At
4:30 p.m., students join the rest of middle school in the Middle School Commons.

Grades 7-8: Students must sign in by 3:30 p.m. in the Middle School Commons. There is no
charge for Middle School Supervision for grades 7 and 8. We do not offer childcare for middle
school students during break camps or professional days.

Middle School students do not need to be pre-registered to use Aftercare. Parents of 5" and 6"
graders will be billed by the trimester for the drop-in care at $5/day.

Aftercare Rates 2020-2021 for students In grades 1-4

Aftercare Plan Annual Fee: You must choose which days your child will regularly attend
Aftercare and choose how you would like to pay for the plan. You may choose to pay the entire
amount up front or three equal payments (payment billed upon registration, December 2020 &
March 2021)

5 days/week - $2,430
4 days/week - $2,150
3 days/week - $1,690
2 days/week - $1,275

Additional fees will be charged on a trimester basis through Veracross. The following are
examples of additional fees:

Drop-in rate for any duration on a regular school day is $20/day

After school late pickup: one warning, then $15 until 4 p.m.; $20 after 4 p.m.

Late fee after 6 p.m.: one warning, then $15 for every 15 minutes or partial thereof
Aftercare following Junior Jags or WASA classes: $5/day

Professional Days and Late Start Days: We offer childcare on professional days when school
is not in session, and on late start days when school begins at 10 a.m. Registration for these
days will open two weeks before the date and space may be limited. Early Childhood families
are required to pay for this service. Lunches and snacks are included with the Professional Day
childcare.
